They were excited to finally have some time away from school until they
took a wrong turn. They attempt to get back on track until they begin to lose phone cell
service and then their RV breaks down in the middle of nowhere, they soon realize that
it was no accident and that somebody wanted them there for a secret that only one of
them had kept hidden.
