RE: HISTORY ROOM EXPANSION
REPORT

During a recent study session on this subject
with the City Council, we were encouraged to
develop our ideas and bring them back to the
group in two months.

Discussion of History Room space needs had
occurred with Elizabeth and with Al prior to
the meeting with the City. We began to examine
then very seriously how the History Room might
better serve patrons now and in the future.

We, the History Room Committee, are currently
working on a proposal for the City to consider
funding. The Historical Committee is
participating fully.

The H.R.Committee operates on the premise that
materials relative to this city's history will
be increasingly valued as groups within the
city face significant anniversary dates. (i.e.
Chamber of Commerce -75 years, Roundtable
Women's Club -100 years). Within our
community, there is no other entity attempting
collection and organization of materials
relative to the city, its people and its
organizations.

With the expansion proposed, we envision the
existing space to be utilized by the patron
with interest in local and state history.

Book shelves within this room would be replaced
by shelves built around the wall and
comfortable, inviting furniture provided. The
proposed additional space would provide the
serious researcher with space, equipment and
resources. This space would house two computer
stations, a audio/video viewing station, file
storage area and a work station for materials
processing. (As of now, we volunteers are
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processing materials, using space in
competition with patron space usage.)

To gain information for the preparation of the
proposal, visits are in progress to nearby
libraries to determine how they serve their
patrons. The observation runs from extensive
efforts to capture local history to, in one
instance, no effort at all.

Resourcefulness has been our byword. Some
years ago, the papers of Samuel Kraemer were
retrieved prior to the demolition of his home.
Our efforts led to the acquisition of a
architects' file cabinet to store large plat
maps, etc. Students from CSUF have been sought
with some success to do data entry.

I feel reinforced by the support of the
Trustees, the staff and the expertise of the
Historical Committee. We will, one day, have a
valuable collection available to patrons,
listed on a data se, ag well as preserved in

To defend, pay, compromise, adjust and settle all claims against member districts
arising out of acts occurring during the period of coverage.

To fix and collect deposits from members.

To depositall funds received in separate accounts in the name of the Special District
Risk Management Authority.

To invest funds on hand in a manner authorized by law.

To expend funds of SDRMA only for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of
the Joint Powers Agreement or successor document and these Bylaws.

To conduct audits at the expense of SDRMA of the business affairs of members in
order to verify the proper computation of deposits.

To provide financial administration, claims management services, legal representa-
tions, safety engineering, actuarial services, and other services necessary or proper
to carry out the purposes of SDRMA either through its own employees or contracts
with one or more third parties.

To obtain a fidelity bond, in such amounts as the Authority may determine, for any
person or persons who have charge of or the authority to expend funds of SDRMA.

To establish policies and procedures for the operation of SDRMA.

To enter into any and all contracts or agreements necessary or appropriate to carry
out the purposes and functions of SDRMA.

Upon the termination of SDRMA, provision shall be made for the payment of all known claims; for
insuring, reinsuring, or making other provision for the payment of any and all unknown claims
covered by any protection program provided by SDRMA to amember and occurring during its period
of participation in SDRMA; and for the payment of all debts, liabilities, administrative expenses, and
obligations of SDRMA. After having paid or made provision for all such matters, SDRMA shall
pay to each member of SDRMA at the time of SDRMA's termination, its prorata share of the
remaining assets of SDRMA. A member’s prorata share shall be in the same proportion as the total
gross contributions, deposits and assessments paid by that member to SDRMA during its period of
participation bears to the total gross contributions, deposits and assessments paid to SDRMA during
its period of operation by all entities who are members of SDRMA at the time of termination.

AMENDMENTS

These Bylaws may be amended at any time by majority vote of the Board of Directors following a
30-day written notice to all participating members and to CSDA as to the amendment(s) proposed
to be adopted, except that these Bylaws cannot be amended in any way that would conflict with the
terms and provisions of the Joint Powers Agreement or successor document and any amendment
thereof.

Dear Sirs:

I am writing in regard to the Proposed Bylaw Amendment concerning proxy voting. I concur
with the proposal to do away with proxy voting and feel that this is a change which will make
participation in elections easier and more attractive for the members. The proposed addition to
the bylaws, however, appears to have exactly the opposite effect and certainly doesn’t
accomplish the six objectives laid out in your letter of February 10, 1999.

Since California is a very large state, it is impossible to schedule a meeting anywhere within the
state which would be convenient to all of the member agencies. As a result, actual attendance at
Statewide meetings will always represent only a portion of the membership. Although not
explicitly stated in the February 10" letter, it is understood that future elections are intended to be
conducted only at the Northern California Meetings. If this is the case, it will obviously make
attendance more difficult to members in the southern portion of the state. It would seem that the
greatest participation in an election could be derived from a simple mail-in ballot. Numerous
other statewide (and nationwide) organizations do this. Allowing candidates to submit a photo
and short statement of qualifications is not significantly less informative than seeing them in '
person and hearing them speak for a couple of minutes at the election.

If it is the desire of the Board to achieve maximum participation in the election with minimum
inconvenience to the membership, it is recommended that this approach be seriously considered.

Library Director Minter attended the California Special Districts Association (CSDA)
Legislative Committee meeting in Sacramento on March 4, 1999. Lobbyist Ralph Heim
reported on a meeting that hef'had with Assemblyman John Longville W? San Bernadino
County), newly appointed Chair of the Assembly Local Government Committee.
Assemblyman Longville told Mr. Heim that he does not like special districts, that there is
no need for special districts, that special districts should be taken off LAFCOs, and that
next year he intends to introduce a bill to simplify local government that will include no
role for special districts. There are no Orange County legislators on the Assembly Local
Government Committee this year.

There are no Orange County
legislators on the Senate Local Government Committee this year.

Letters have been sent to each member of the Senate Budget Subcommittee No. 1 on
Education Finance (Attachment A) and the Assembly Budget Subcommuittee No. 2 on
Education Finance (Attachment B) requesting full funding of the Public Library
Foundation program. California Advocates and CSDA have also been asked to write
letters in support.
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The Public Library Fund for Fiscal Year 1998-99 was received this month in the amount
of $59,146. Full funding would have been $103,831.

BACKGROUND:

Placentia Library District changed from purchasing its liability insurance from a commercial
insurance carrier to the Special District Risk Management Authority in July 1996. At that time
the District made a commitment to remain with the joint powers authority pool for a minimum of
three years. That time period expires at the end of the current contract year.

The reason that the District joined SDRMA was to provide greater stability to the cost of liability
insurance. In periods of great market fluctuation the self-insured pool offers reasonably stable
premiums. SDRMA is a non-profit organization formed by its members for the sole purpose of
providing liability insurance. The District has saved a great deal of money by being a member of
SDRMA and has also benefited from the training and inspection programs offered as member
benefits by SDRMA.

The District has been approached by a commercial liability insurance carrier, Coregis, and is
being asked to drop its affiliation with SDRMA. Coregis has an exceptionally aggressive
marketing program and it is actively pursuing all SDRMA members.

The District’s cost for SDRMA for Fiscal Year 1998-99 was $10,124.25, which included a small
surcharge for semi-annual payments. Coregis is proposing a premium of $7,192, see Attachment
A, that may also include a requirement of paying membership dues to the California Rural Water
Association (CRWA), the sponsoring organization. Coregis is a commercial carrier and is thus
not a membership organization. Coregis is requiring a three-year membership commitment.

The renewal rates for SDRMA will not be available until the end of April. Yet if a District
wishes to withdraw from SDRMA it is required to give notice by the end of March. SDRMA
staff estimates that the SDRMA Board will be able to offer renewal rates that are competitive
with Coregis.

Changing liability insurance carriers is something that takes a large amount of administrative
time. Libraries have special liability insurance needs that are fairly unique. It would be unwise
to select a new carrier that is not willing to provide the replacement cost policies that the District
needs for its book collection. Coregis’ proposal is definitely geared to Districts with heavy
equipment and outdoor activities — there is nothing to indicate that they are dealing with public
service agencies. [ asked the Coregis representative for a list of libraries insured by them and
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there are none. SDRMA is now insuring over half of the independent special library districts in
California.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Receive & File the proposal from Calco Insurance Brokers for Fiscal Year 1999-2000
coverage on behalf of Coregis.

2. Instruct staff to give the Board a report in May that compares the Coregis and SDRMA
proposals for Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

3. Defer deciding on whether to leave SDRMA until February 2000.

Grandiose vision for library use

= [t's a development so big, even librarians don't want to keep quiet about
it.

When the Library of California Board meets this week for just the second
time, it will put into motion a promise to bring unprecedented library
access to people across the state.

Under this promise -- it's actually a law that went into effect Jan. 1 --
books and magazines and information in any and every form eventually
will flow across California like water or electricity.

"It's a statewide information public utility,” said Kevin Starr, state
librarian.

The vision is of a library as broad as the state and as handy as a telephone.

The slogan is "One library . . . 8,000 doors," and organizers say 8,000
libraries -- public libraries, university libraries, corporate libraries, law
libraries, medical libraries and more -- will join as one.

No matter where they live, Californians would have access to almost any
information they need -- be it a children's picture book from the local
library, a Mark Twain manuscript from the Bancroft Library at the
University of California, Berkeley, or sophisticated diagnostic protocols
from a biotechnology company in San Diego.

But there will still be overdue fines.

The Library of California is not the same thing as the California State
Library.

Unlike the state library, it is more an idea than a building and a set of

books and documents.

The idea is simple: "It's, in a nutshell, the linking of all public and private
libraries," said Starr. "Every library in the state becomes the gateway for
every other library in the state.”

If any library has something, you can get it through your nearest library,
including high school libraries. If the item is too rare to travel, you can get
a photocopy or electronic copy of it.

Libraries would be paid by the state for what they provide, so patrons
won't have to.

But if the idea is simple, making it reality has been anything but simple.

It may be three to five years before many Californians see a big impact. It
has already taken two decades of sometimes contentious discussion to get
a law enacted and funded. The first year's budget is $5 million.

"I came into a pretty hostile state," said Barbara Will, network coordinator
for the Library of California.

Will has been the person responsible for cajoling, convincing and enticing
librarians into supporting the plan for the last 10 years.

When she arrived -- having worked on a similar effort in New Jersey --
the library community was distrustful because of a pair of early efforts
that were ahead of their time.

Many librarians -- especially those with coveted collections -- were
suspicious of what the library would do for them, or perhaps to them.

"It took a year before they would even agree that they would plan for it,"
she said. "They pictured busloads of people coming in from all over the

state."

Imagine those people checking out the best books and reading them in the
tub.

To assuage librarians' uneasiness, the plan has a number of provisos.

All libraries can decide what materials they loan. The biggest libraries
with choice collections have greater governance control, and they are to
be reimbursed for the costs of loaning materials.

Another carrot is the promise of financial help in preserving collections,
an expensive and under-funded area.

Finally, the plan aims to push people not to the biggest and best libraries,

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but to the library most appropriate for what they need.

Local libraries won't be allowed to cut their budgets knowing that other
libraries will pick up the slack.

However, it may mean local libraries will be able to use a bigger share of
their funds for things especially in demand by their patrons -- auto repair
manuals or best-selling fiction, for example.

Some libraries still seem hesitant.

A statement released by officials at Stanford University seems to hedge,
especially with regard to interlibrary loans: "Stanford looks forward to
taking its appropriate part in the Library of California as one of the
'libraries of last resort' in providing information in digital form to the
citizens of California."

But Library of California organizers are confident of participation across
the board.

"We know of no major, major libraries that say they won't be part of this,"
said Starr.

There are also small, specialized libraries that are anxious to become
involved.

These may include corporate libraries, such as that at the Sacramento Bee,
or the one connected with Hybritech -- a San Diego biotechnology
company specializing in medical diagnostics.

"I'm a little impatient," said Ty Webb, librarian for Hybritech, who has
waited more than 10 years for this.

When she fields requests for information -- journal articles, conference
proceedings or dissertation extracts -- from her company's employees, she
asks about deadlines.

"The people frequently respond, 'Yesterday,' " she said.

With current technology, she may be able to find where the information is,
but can't get it easily. At one time, Hybritech employees would have to go
to the UC San Diego campus to fetch things.

Under Library of California, it becomes little more than an Internet search.
The same would be true for someone elsewhere who is seeking
information that only Hybritech has -- perhaps something regarding the

use of the prostate specific antigen test they've developed, a test used for
prostate cancer diagnosis.

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All of this is still some way off. The next 18 months will still be mostly
planning.

However, the library board's agenda this week includes a pilot program
using some of the $5 million budget to expand lending between libraries.
That expansion will include libraries -- such as those at high schools --
that didn't previously have access to other collections.

In other cases, it may begin to reimburse libraries that already share
materials. And it will begin to pay for the technology to make the grand
scheme possible.

Ultimately, the cost of the infrastructure and paying for moving materials
from one library to another could cost up to $100 million a year from the
state budget. That is 10 to 20 years down the road, said Will.

And, she said, it's only that much money if there is that much demand for
services.

The plan is laid out to reimburse libraries for what they give to others --
not to hand them a pile of money before it is known what services are
needed.

But Will expects that demand for services will rise -- and at the local level
more than at the big libraries. And it will be more than just a qualitative

jump in library use.

"It's a major revolution for California," she said, "in the best possible
sense of the word."

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Study Ranks California Last in Student-Librarian Ratio

Following up on his campaign theme
to turn around the state’s notoriously
troubled public schools, newly installed
governor of California, Gray Davis has
called for $444 million for education,
$186 million of which would go to
reading programs. He apparently has
his work cut out for him: According to
a study released in November by the
nonprofit educational-research group
EdSource, California ranked last among
all states and the District of Columbia
during the 1996-97 school year for the
number of school library media special-
ists per pupil—only one for every 6,334
students—even though the state’s 5.6-
million public-school student popula-
tion is the largest in the nation. The
national student-librarian average is
one per 885.

The dearth of media specialists was
one aspect of an educator shortage de-
tailed by the study, which said that
California is also 51st in guidance
counselors per student and 50th in
teachers and principals. Propelling the
crisis is the fact that, unlike most states,
California spending on public schools
remained virtually flat between 1990
and 1996—even though its personal in-
come per enrolled student averages
$5,300 more than the national median.

Nonetheless, state school library
consultant Barbara Jeffus insisted,
“School library services are on the way
up” overall, thanks to such factors as
the school-library boosterism of State
Superintendent of Public Instruction

Delaine Eastin and increased state
funding for materials (AL, Oct. 1998,
p. 12-13). Ironically, the study, which
also blasted the state’s depleted
school-library collections, was pub-
lished some four months after state
legislators linked school districts’ de-
veloping a media-center plan that ad-
dresses professional statfing issues to
their eligibility for a share of a prece-
dent-setting annual appropriation of
$158.5 million for materials. “Perhaps
EdSource will recognize the improve-
ments when the numbers actually
change, i.e. the average copyright of li-
brary books moves from 1973 or the
books per student ratio goes up,”
Jeftus told American Libraries.

Besides, California School Library
Association President Betty Silva ar-
gued, there are more culprits to blame
than lack of funding. “There are jobs
for school library media teachers in
California right now but very few
qualified, credentialed library media
teachers available to fill them.” As of
early January, there were “over 400
openings for library media teachers in
the Los Angeles Unified School Dis-
trict [and CSLA’s] job hotline has
openings for school library media
teachers being posted every two
weeks,” she told AL.

Nonetheless, Silva conceded that me-
dia-center advocates have been caught
in a “vicious circle” in trying to convey
to administrators the crucial need for
strong school libraries; many are the
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product of California schools “that
have never had good school libraries,
so they have no past experience with
good models.” Toward that end, the
school-librarians group was “seeking
partners for launching CSLA legislation
to achieve funding for school library
media personnel” as well as persuading
library schools to make available more
media-specialist training opportuni-
ties. Whatever it takes, Silva asserted,
“CSLA is determined to improve Cali-
fornia school libraries.” —B.G.

States Offer At-Home
Database Access

Escalating a nationwide trend, two
states recently announced that their
residents would be given free at-home
Internet access to commercial data-
bases through initiatives offered by
their state libraries.

A new program called Library
POWER—an acronym for Pennsylva-
nia Online World of Electronic
Resources—will offer library-card
holders in the Keystone State free ac-
cess to back issues of magazines and
newspapers, an electronic encyclope-
dia, and other subscription databases
through their home computers.

State Library Commissioner Gary D.
Wolfe said the program was to begin
in late January or early February with
computer access at about 2,000 of the
state’s 4,500 public and school librar-
ies. Service will be extended to homes

A total of 207 applications were processed during the month of February netting $2,987.60 for
the book budget.

Eighty percent of the January revenue was used to purchase materials in the “Social Issues” area
which is heavily used by high school students to prepare for their debate assignments.

Programming- The winter storytime run ended in February. There were a total of 12 programs this
month with 126 children and 82 adults attending. As shown in the program committee report, the
breakdown per storytime is as follows:

Class/Group visits- Class visits from local schools continued. 3 classes visited the library this
month, with a total of 73 children using the library and it’s services.

Special Programs- Sunday February 7" saw the start of our week long “Random Acts of Reading
Week” in celebration of National Random Acts of Kindness Week. Teen and adult volunteers
from the community were available in the storytime room afternoons and evenings to read to
children on a drop-in basis. Over the course of 4 days (11 hours) 30 children took advantage of our

volunteers for a quick story.

Summer Reading Program- Plans for the Summer Reading Program are under way. Five performers have

been booked for the Way Out Wednesday programs. We will be having a storyteller, a comic magician, a
presentation about sea otters, a musical performance, and a reenactment of a medieval troubadour troupe.

Community Sponsored Programs- The In-N-Out Burger reading program “Feed Your Imagination”
continued through February. This program encourages children to read by awarding a bookmark that can be
redeemed for a burger, fries, and drink for each set of 5 books read. Children can earn up to three bookmarks
each. By the end of February a total of 320 children had been registered. 113 children had completed at least
1 bookmark, and 27 children had completed all three bookmarks.

Other Events- In February the Children’s Librarian co-chaired the Santiago Library System’s spring
workshop on crafts. The workshop was held at the Yorba Linda Public Library, and featured craft
demonstrations from several community businesses, and display tables from each of the SLS member
libraries. Placentia’s children ‘s librarian arranged for performers, put together a display table, and created a
bibliography of craft related web sites for the workshop. Attendance at the workshop was high, with over 60
librarians from the area attending.

ORANGE — The $1.7 million,
13-month renovation of the city’s
main library is a sign that better
library service has become a pri-
ority for Orange, officials. say.

But officials say the city is con-
tinuing to seek ways to expand
the facility, still the smallest in
the county. The main library and
two smaller branches serve
about 125,000 residents.

Q. How does renovation without
expansion improve library services?

A. “We would like to have
built a new, expanded library,
but it would cost $22 million or
more,” said Carolyn Cavecche,
chairwoman of the library
board of trustees. “The reconfi-
guration has made for the best
use of space,” she said.

The staff has consolidated its
operations, centralizing re-
sources and freeing about 1,000
square feet for a children’s
reading room and a new, ex-
pandable technology center.
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New technology allows patrons
to reserve and renew books
from home.

“People in Orange had gotten
used to below-par library ser-
vices,”’ Cavecche said. “We
hope this renovation will spark
peaople’s interest in raising
money to build an expanded li-
brary.”

Libraries across the country have enthusi-
astically embraced the Internet. The 500 ter-
minals in the 68 branches of the Los Angeles
Public Library, for example, allow patrons to
move beyond book and periodical collections

in ways unimaginable just a decade ago.

But in addition to valuable online research
tools, the Internet offers easy access to a
deluge of pornographic material, something
hbrarles have not had to contend with be-
fore. So pervasive are these sites that typing
in even such innocuous search terms as

“girl” or “pony” or “Bambi” can link chil-
dren to images their parents understandably
find scandal ouslv shocking.

Sometimes the search is intentional. Last
summer, in the Northern California commu-
nitvy of Livermore, a 12-year-old boy down-
loaded dozens of sexually explicit images
from an Internet hookup at his local library,
printed the pictures and showed them at
school.

He wears baggy jeans and a
designer shirt and looks like every librar-
ian's dream: a bookworm gnawing his way
through the stacks every day after school.

In 20 of Los Angeles County's 87
branch libraries, afternoon home-
work centers work with latchkey
children. “We have 1,000 children
daily with nowhere else to go,”
Markey said. .

At Los Angeles city libraries, a
special program trains volunteer
grandparents to read to children
who are alone. Similar programs
exist across the nation.

The New York Public Library,
for example, offers 30,000 programs
for children each year, said Caro-
line Oyama, manager of public
relations.

“We have a lot of unattended
children,” Oyama said “Every li-
brarian has a story of a young kid
left when the library closes. But we
want children in our libraries.”

In New York’s East Harlem, as
many as 200 unattended children a
day head to the Aguilar branch of
the library, where there is seating
for fewer than half of them, ac-
cording to staff. It is a branch
surrounded by 46 publicschools

and numerous housing projects,

“Thousands "of kids go to the
library after school because cut-
backs have meant there [are very.
few] programs for youths,” Oyama
said.

‘Many latchkey children are not
readily identifiable until something :
happens to draw attention to them,
Los Angeles library coordinator
Markey said. Still, staffers know
them by sight if not by name. At
some libraries, whole families of
latchkey children are regulars,
young siblings in the care of older
brothers or sisters who are barely
teenagers themselves.

“We had one situation with four
children, where the oldest one was
8 and the youngest 4, who would
come regularly. We finally had to
get the police to get the parents to
understand,” said Linda Wilson,
Monterey Park city librarian. “An
8-year-old is not old enough to
care for other children.”

Wilson’s library is so busy that
the city is building another floor.

Many libraries cope by expand-
ihg. A smaller number—roughly
estimated at 25%—are imposing
new age rules. Many others, fear-
ing potential liabilities, adopt a:
kind of “don't ask, don't tell”
policy. They avoid introducing
programs or policies even ac-
knowledging the unsupervised
children.

“If you adopt a policy, you're’
saying you are going to do some-
thing and you've got to keep that
promise, and I am reluctant to
promise any sort of service,” said
